The need for humanitarian assistancecontinues to be acute in the Horn of Africa, and
particularlyin OromiaRegionof Ethiopia. In its first yearof existence,HIRPHAInternational(HI)
has made significantstride to play its part by providing non-food assistanceto over 17,500
family membersin the eastern,southeastern,southernand westernparts of OromiaRegional
state. In excessof 500 women and childrenwere alsoprovidedfood and nutrition aid and/or
medicalsupport. Thisinauguralreport intendsto outline theseefforts, sharevictimsstoriesand
providethe financialsummaryof our operationthusfar.

With over 1.5 million internallydisplacedpeoplein variousparts of OromiaRegionalone,a lot
more work still remain. HI will continueto makeefforts to increaseits support base,generate
more financialdonationsandonboardcapablevolunteersto sustainits operationandexpanded
deliveryof its program. Weplanto pursuethe opportunitiesof havinglocalpresence,andmore
partnershipprospectswith organizationsandcommunitiesthat shareour valuesandobjectives.
We will also continue to work with local aid organizations, the elderly, government
representatives,youth volunteersandthe victimsthemselvesfor successfulaiddelivery.

BACKGROUND

The Challenge

Between mid 2016 to early 2018, over
1.5 million peoplewere displaceddue to
conflicts in East Hararghe, West
Hararghe, Bale,Guji, BorenaandWollega
zones of the Oromia Regional State,
Ethiopia. Thisalso resulted in thousands
of deaths, trauma, hunger, rape and
other genderbasedviolenceagainstthe
victims. Most of the displaced are
children and women, and they were
badly affected with illness and
malnutrition. There was very limited
organized assistance, and help was
desperatelyneeded.
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Our response

With the help from the Oromo community,
resourcesin the Diasporawere mobilized to
raisefunds. In order to expediteour response
to victims, we partnered with local (on the
ground) humanitarianorganization- Hundee
Oromo Grassroots Development Int. - to
identify priority areas,type of assistance,and
the necessarylogisticsto supplyaidon site.

HIRPHAInternational also pertnered with
IOHPA & East African Medical Relief
Foundation,to provideassistanceto babiesin
a few localities.

The elderly, local authorities and the youth
were engagedto ensurefairnessandsuccess.

In addition to settingup the organizationto be operational,in its
first year HI was able to raise funds and reachout to the needy
peoplethroughpartnershipswith other organizations.

Non-food items were supplied from
distribution centersin BokoandFachatu, in
Fadiszone,to victimsin the neighboring22
localities,reaching1744 households(7997
familymembers- 3814male,4183female).

Life-savingformula milk and other medical
supplieswere alsoprovidedto 394 IDPsin
DiredawaandHamaressacamps.
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BoranaAdministrative District, 
Oromia Regional State

Two distribution centres in Arero district
(Guto and Halu Dirree) were used to
supplynon-food items to 552 households
with a total of 2878familymembers(1434
male,1444female).

Thedire situation and numberof the IDPs
has been one of the challengesto select
the familiesto be providedassitance.

In early part of our campaign,over 10,875 IDPs were given
emergencyshelter and non-food items as an interventionςEast
HarargeandBoranaDistrictsof OromiaRegionalState.
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The non-food items supplied to the victims primarily include one or more of the
following items: cookingpot, cookingladle,sleepingmats,soap,jug, kettle, cups,plates,
rope,plasticsheltering,Jerrycans,washingbasin,blanketsandbed-mats.

Transportingsuppliesto most of the campsites is generallychallenging,and the roads
are difficult to navigate,evenmore soduringthe rainyseason.

Bale Administrative District, Oromia 
Regional State

In Saweenaarea 475 households(200 in
Kuni, 100 in Arele/BaddaDhera& 175 in
Atawi) with 2400 family members were
suppliedemergencyshelterandnon-food
items.

In addition, 100 children and 50 women
(pregnant and lactating) exposed to
malnutrition in the areasof Arele/Badda
Dhera were provided urgently needed
supplementary food such as FAMIX,
vegetableoil & packedpowderedmilk.
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East WollegaAdministrative District, 
Oromia Regional State

In late 2018, 1100 householdswith 3300
beneficiary family members (1680 male,
1620 female) living in HaroLimudistrict of
EastWollegaadministrativezone,bordering
Benishangul Gumuz (BG) State, were
supplied with non-food items, primarily
blankets.

In addition, mattresseswere given to 292
family members with highly vulnerable
women (pregnant and breast feeding) in
Sasiggaarea.

Thousandsof IDPs,includingmalnourishedchildrenandpregnant
women,weregivenemergencynon-food itemsasan intervention
in 2018ςBaleandEastWollegaDistrictsof Oromia.
